Objective(s)

To help regain participants attention and to help kick start their thinking processes after a break.

Instructions

Tell participants you will be reading some information about the months of the year.  Afterwards you will ask them to explain what it means.

Read the following:

September is the last month

December is the fourth month

February is the next month after August.

February is followed by December
July follows June
October follows November

May is the month that follows March.

August is just before February

April is the first month.

When you have read this out ask participants what this means.  If they do not know the answer read the puzzle again.

The months of the year are in alphabetic order.
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
